Kindergarten Homework Description

Please continue to have your child use ‘kid writing’ or ‘inventive spelling’ when labeling the pictures that have been drawn for the homework. Remember it is important for both parents and students to understand that the word does not have to be written correctly. If your child is struggling with sounding out please continue to review the letter names and sounds as part of the nightly homework. If there are any questions about ‘kid writing’ please contact your child’s classroom teacher.
1. Monday February 3rd: 
a. On the homework sheet, practice printing 2 rows of lower case letter ‘h’. Please use the letter formation sheet as a guide to assist you. Remember to see it, write it and say it out loud. The letter ‘h’ has 1 sound. Please make sure that your child is saying the sound as he/she prints the letter.
b. Complete Worksheet- Cut and Paste Letter Hh
2. Tuesday February 4th:
a. Draw one picture on the homework sheet that begins with the sound and letter for ‘h’ (ie. hat, hamburger, house). Please have your child use kid writing to label his/her picture and colour it with crayons.
3. Wednesday February 5th: 
a. On the homework sheet, practice printing 2 rows of upper case letter ‘H’. Remember to see it, write it and say it out loud. The letter ‘H’ has 1 sound. Please make sure that your child is saying the sound as he/she prints the letter.
b. Complete Worksheet- Beginning Sounds Letter Hh
4. Thursday February 6th: 
a. Draw one picture on the homework sheet that begins with the sound and letter for ‘H’. Please have your child draw a picture that is different from the one that was drawn on Tuesday. Please have your child use kid writing to label his/her picture and colour it with crayons.
5. Friday February 7th:
