Kindergarten Homework Description
January 27th- 31st, 2020
We are asking parents to please have your child complete ‘kid writing’ or ‘inventive spelling’ when labeling the pictures that have been drawn for the homework. ‘Kid Writing' or ‘inventive spelling’ is when the students write down the sounds they hear when they are sounding out a word. It is important for both parents and students to understand that the word does not have to be written correctly. The children just have to write down the letters that they hear (e.g. pumpkin- pmpcn). Instead of telling your child how to write the word for their picture, help your child stretch the word by saying it slowly, out loud. This will allow your child to hear the different letter sounds in the word. Practicing this writing process at home will build your child’s confidence and assist them in writing independently at school. It will also give parents an indication of the letter sounds that need to be reviewed at home. If there are any questions about ‘kid writing’ please contact your child’s classroom teacher.
1. Monday January 27th: 
a. On the homework sheet, practice printing 2 rows of lower case letter ‘l’. Please use the letter formation sheet as a guide to assist you. Remember to see it, write it and say it out loud. The letter ‘l’ has 1 continuous sound. It does not say ‘la’. Please make sure that your child is saying the sound as he/she prints the letter.
b. Complete Worksheet- Ten Frame Numbers
2. Tuesday January 28th:
a. Draw one picture on the homework sheet that begins with the sound and letter for ‘l’ (ie. lion, lollipop, lightning bolt). Please have your child use kid writing to label his/her picture and colour it with crayons.
b. Complete Worksheet- Read and Colour
3. Wednesday January 29th: 
a. On the homework sheet, practice printing 2 rows of upper case letter ‘L’. Remember to see it, write it and say it out loud. The letter ‘L’ has 1 continuous sound. It does not say ‘La’. Please make sure that your child is saying the sound as he/she prints the letter.
b. Draw one picture on the homework sheet that begins with the sound and letter for ‘L’. Please have your child draw a picture that is different from the one that was drawn on Tuesday. Please have your child use kid writing to label his/her picture and colour it with crayons.
